Don’t’s: 
- Don’t focus on just one photo 
- Don’t talk very fast or very slow 
- Don’t repeat your favourite phrases all the 

time 
- Don’t be silent too much time 
- Don’t focus only in similarities/differences 
- Don’t forget about answering the 

questions/ follow the guidelines provided 



Do’s: 
- say what the general topic is  
- talk about both photos (people, objects, 

background) 
- describe briefly both photos: what you see 

first, then what you can speculate (what’s 
happening, what has just happened, what will 
happen next, feelings...)  

- Point out the main differences 
- Add personal opinion or advice 
- Complete the tasks provided
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
